studying the modern sphere of the
press service, students get
acquainted with the stages of
development of the process of
public interaction, the activities
of modern press services and
various public departments in the

socio-economic sphere,
communication  sectors  and
government  structures.  Also

during this course, students will
learn the essence of PR, the
functions of the press service and
press secretary, the role in society
and the features of the
development of PR in modern
civil society. The study of the
academic  discipline  "modern
press service" is the main tool of
professional training of students.
