on the dissertation titled “Developing Students’ Creative Potential in
Intellectual Schools” prepared by Lenura Abdualimovna Tleubekova for
obtaining the degree of Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) in the specialty
6D010300 — Pedagogy and Psychology

1. Relevance of the research topic and its connection with general
scientific and state programs (the demands of practice, and the development
of science and technology)

The modern world is increasingly evolving into an intellectually advanced
society. In alignment with global practices, the rapid dissemination of information
compels contemporary youth to think critically, adopt new ways of thinking, and
embrace creativity. In its current educational system, Kazakhstan aims to provide
students with the latest achievements and methods in the fields of science and
education.

To achieve this, a key task is to foster students as creative individuals during
the educational process. The foundations and skills of being a creative personality
are nurtured through the involvement of teaching staff and integrated learning
processes. Considering these facts, it is highly commendable and inspiring that
Kazakhstan is actively establishing Intellectual Schools across the country to
identify and develop students’ abilities.

Therefore, the research topic chosen by the doctoral candidate Lenura
Tleubekova is highly significant, and her work and results are directly related to
the content of the dissertation topic.

In her research, PhD candidate L. Tleubekova logically structures her work
into three interconnected sections, relying on numerous methodological
approaches. Although there have been several dissertations by researchers in
Kazakhstan on the topic of developing students’ creative potential, the essence and
objectives of this study indicate that it is an academic and pressing issue that
requires deeper and more comprehensive investigation. Each section outlines
specific tasks, highlighting and effectively demonstrating various aspects of
integrating the development of students’ creative potential into Intellectual
Schools.

PhD candidate Lenura Abdualimovna Tleubekova demonstrates the
effectiveness of developing mechanisms for enhancing students' creative potential
in Intellectual Schools. She proposes mechanisms as technological stages of
pedagogy through an elective course titled “Developing Students’ Creative
Potential”, extracurricular activities, and the process of teaching English. The high
level of students' creative potential positively influences the development of active,
independent, free, and competitive individuals, enhancing their engagement in
various activities.

2. The validity and reliability of each result, conclusion, and finding
formulated in the dissertation

The findings, conclusions, and outcomes of the doctoral candidate Lenura
Abdualimovna Tleubekova are substantiated and reliable. They are based on




theoretical and methodological work, as well as experimental data, focusing on the
development of students’ creative potential in Intellectual Schools. These results
meet all the requirements set for a dissertation.

In particular:

1. The candidate defined the theoretical foundations and essence of the
concept of students’ intellectual and creative potential in Intellectual
Schools, establishing its academic basis.

2. A model for describing Intellectual Schools was developed.

3. The candidate identified and explored the methods and tools for
forming the creative potential of students in Intellectual Schools.

3. The level of novelty of each scientific result and conclusion formulated
in the dissertation

The novelty of the research outcomes and conclusions is characterized by
their scientific-theoretical justification, the methodological effectiveness of the
approaches applied, and the systematic implementation of practical and
experimental work. The study includes valid quantitative and qualitative data on
the development of students' creative potential.

Specifically, the research clarified the methodological approaches, criteria,
indicators, and levels for implementing the mechanisms and methods to develop
students' creative potential in Intellectual Schools. It proposed a methodological
approach for implementing a structural-content model of tasks aimed at enhancing
students' creative potential.

The study also developed an elective course titled “Developing Students’
Creative Potential” and a methodological guide, “A Collection of Exercises for
Developing Students’ Creative Potential in Intellectual Schools”, which can be
used in both Intellectual Schools and general secondary schools.

4. Evaluation of the internal consistency of the results obtained

The research materials stand out for their clarity in presenting theoretical and
methodological foundations and logical consistency in implementing the methods
and approaches. The integrity of the study is substantiated by the interconnected
and sequential structure of the dissertation. The objectives and tasks of the study
have been achieved, and the results confirm the validity of the hypothesis.

S. The practical effectiveness and relevance of the results in solving
theoretical or applied problems

Regarding the personal qualities and attributes of the doctoral candidate
Lenura Abdualimovna Tleubekova as a researcher, it is worth noting her strong
commitment to achieving scientific results and her high sense of responsibility
toward science and humanity. Her perseverance, academic determination, and hard
work are particularly noteworthy.

Her proficiency in English significantly contributed to the success of her
doctoral research, allowing her to utilize international sources and become familiar
with studies in other languages during her internship in Turkey. These factors
enhanced the international relevance of her dissertation.

The dissertation was carried out in accordance with its objectives, and the
experiments were effectively developed and analyzed using appropriate research
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methods. The findings of the research are aimed at improving students’ creative
potential in Intellectual Schools. The theoretical concepts and methodological
recommendations presented in the dissertation will assist in solving pedagogical
challenges in teacher training institutions, Intellectual Schools, and general
educational practices.
6. Confirmation of the sufficient publication of the main provisions,
results, findings, and conclusions of the dissertation
Doctoral candidate Lenura Abdualimovna Tleubekova has published a total of
11 scientific works related to her research topic. The content of these works fully
corresponds to the conclusions and findings presented in the dissertation.

7. Identified shortcomings in the content and design of the dissertation

L. Using a greater number of impact factor sources in the literature
review could enhance the academic novelty of the dissertation.
2. The rationale for selecting methods such as P. Torrance, A.

Taylor, and Bartlett tests for analyzing the qualitative and quantitative
aspects of activities aimed at developing students’ creative potential could
be elaborated further.

8 Providing information on the adaptation and customization of
the mentioned methods to account for the age and individual characteristics
of Kazakhstani students would increase the scientific value of the research,

However, these comments and suggestions do not diminish the theoretical and
practical significance of the study.
