1.1. Admission to the Ilyas Zhansugurov Zhetysu University for individuals 

with higher education applying for master’s degree programs on a feepaying basis is 

conducted based on the results of an interview. 

1.1. Citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan with higher education are admitted 

to postgraduate educational programs (specialized track master’s degree). 

1.2. Citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan with higher education who have 

completed their mandatory military service are admitted to postgraduate educational 

programs (specialized track master’s degree). 

1.3. The admission of foreign citizens to higher education institutions (HEIs) 

on a feepaying basis is conducted based on the results of an interview held by the HEI 

admission committees throughout the calendar year. Enrollment of foreign citizens is 

carried out in accordance with the academic calendar, no later than 5 (five) days 

before the start of the next academic period. 

1.4. Individuals with at least five years of experience in a leadership position, 

in accordance with the register of political and administrative civil service positions, 

the register of civil service positions in relevant sectors, or at least ten years of 

experience in the relevant profile of the specialized master's degree program, are 

enrolled on a feepaying basis based on the results of an interview conducted by the 

HEI admission committees. 

1.5. This program defines the procedure for conducting the interview. The 

purpose of the interview is to assess the level of theoretical and practical preparedness 

of the applicant for the master’s program. The interview questions are developed by 

the departments and approved by the University Academic Council (Protocol No. 9 

dated May 25, 2026). 

2. Assessment Criteria 

Recommendations for enrollment are made in accordance with the following criteria 

for the applicant's response: content depth; logical consistency of the material 

presentation; understanding of the essence and interconnection of the phenomena, 

processes, technologies, and methods being discussed; knowledge and understanding 

of key issues; and the ability to argue and present one's own position. The committee's 

decision is formalized in a protocol of the established format.
